Figurative Language (2.4c) (4 days)

1. Nonfiction About Poetry: Read the following: Learning the Language of Literature: Poetry p. 191 and The Active Reader: Reading Poetry p. 195

2. Review the Sound Elements and Sensory Images learned last year.

3. Introduce Figurative Language – hyperbole, personification, metaphor, simile, symbol, idioms. 

4. Use poems listed below or others you have selected to be examples of each type of figurative language.
5. Making connections in order to interpret a poem. Key Learning: Each person has their own connections that help them to connect with the meaning of the poem. “Different readers may respond to the same text in different ways.  The better responses are those that provide greater insight into the text and/or the issues raised.”

6. Review other stories read so far, how have they included literary elements that are also found in poetry?
