Teaching Letter Names and Sounds

Introduce each letter. Repeatedly and rapidly ask students to 
identify the letters and produce the sounds. Then 3-5 minutes
of practice. 
Teaching Sounding and Blending

· We are going to start today by sounding and blending 
some words. The way that you do that is to look at each 
letter, say each sound out loud, and then say them fast to
make a word. 
· Listen to me. /p/ /i/ /g/. 
· Now you try: /p/ /i/ /g/ pig.

· When you come to a word that you don’t know you can 
sound and blend it.

Teaching Vowel Patterns

· We are going to start today by sounding and blending 
some words using vowel patterns. . The way that you do 
that is to look at each letter, say the first sound out loud, 
and then say the vowel pattern. Say them fast to make a word. 

· Listen to me. /p/ /i g/ pig. 

· Now you try: /p/ /ig/ pig.

· When you come to a word that you don’t know you can 
sound and blend it.

Teaching Irregular High-Frequency Words
· Today we are going to learn to read and spell some really useful words: The first word is from.

· Say the word

· Now watch me count the sounds in from. /f/ / r/ /u/ /m/.

· We hear four sounds. Say the sounds with me.

· Now watch me spell the word from.

· The first sound we hear in from is /f/, and it is spelled with the letter f.

· The second sound we hear in from is /r/ and is spelled with the letter r

· The third sound we hear in from is /u/ and it is spelled with the letter o. The last sound we hear in from is /m/.

· Three of the letters and sounds in from are easy to remember. The only one that is tricky is the o.

· If you remember then, you can easily read and spell from.

· What is the word?
Teaching Decoding By Analogy

· When I don’t know a word, I look for the first spelling pattern (the vowel and what come after). I think about my clue words and find a word with the same pattern.(The clue word might be located on the word wall under the vowel letter.)

· I tell myself that if I know this clue word, the new word must sound like it.

· Then I look for the next spelling pattern.

· When I’ve come to the end, I blend the syllables together and check to see that my word makes sense.

Before implementing this strategy make sure that the children can read and analyze the set of clue words.  The clue words must represent all of the vowel patterns that the children are to use to decode new words. 

Teach a word because it is coming up in a story that they will be reading .
Once taught during oral reading prompt students to decoding by analogy as they tackle unknown words….It is essential for struggling readers.

Do not rely on opportune moments to coach students to recognize words…it is not systematic and intensive enough.
