Course Offerings

The Christina School District offers five types of
courses in high school to prepare students for a
variety of post-high school opportunities.

College Preparatory Courses (CP) -College Preparatory
classes are designed to provide a rigorous curriculum and
prepare students for higher education and/or the complex
world of work.

Career Technical Education Courses (CTE)-Career
Technical Education courses are part of a statewide
initiative to ensure that all students have access to courses
which reflect the demanding needs of the current
workforce. The CTE courses in the Christina School District
reflect both rigor and relevance in their content. CTE
courses are a critical part of our Smaller Learning
Communities and Career Pathways and are built into the
Student Success Plan (SSP).

Cambridge Academy Courses (CM)- Cambridge Academy
courses are taken in place of the traditional Honors or College
Preparatory courses needed for graduation. In order to enroll in
the Cambridge Academy coursework, students must apply and
be accepted into the Cambridge Academy in the spring or
summer before their 9th grade year. (NHS Only)

Honors Courses (HON)-Honors courses include more
sophisticated content, skills development and products
expectations. Courses eligible for honors designation are
mar k e d dhdHreclive weighted grading. Honors courses
may require pre-course assignments for accelerated learning.

Advanced Placement Courses (AP)-Advanced
Placement courses are demanding and challenging
courses intended for students with a consistent record of
outstanding achievement. The College Board audits and
approves all AP curriculums in the advanced placement
program and it develops, administers, and grades
examinations for each advanced placement course.

Weighted Courses

Credit Recovery
and Distance Education

The Christina School District offers a unique Distance
Education Program to students to earn back credits for
failed courses. The Distance Education Program gives
students access to core courses required for high school
graduation. This Web based program utilizes instructional
technology to promote self paced mastery. This allows
students to earn credits quickly while still meeting content
standards. Learning is accelerated by personalized
computer assisted instruction.

The current Distance Education Library of Courses includes
courses in the areas of English, Math, Science, and Social
Studies. Once a student has completed a course, he/she
can immediately begin the next one. In most courses, the
students can earn exemption by taking a pre-test at the
beginning each unit. Stu-dents can access the on-line
program through any high speed internet connection (from
home or other locations).

Students who need to earn back credits for failed courses
but do not qualify for the distance education program have
two options. These students may take courses through
Groves Night School or BYU Independent Study
(correspondence). In most cases these courses will entail a
cost to the student and are completely independent of the
home school.

Some four year colleges will not give consideration to middle school credits when
looking at student transcripts for admissions. Students and parents should consult with a school
counselor about admissions requirements prior to making decisions related to these course areas.

Senior Project

Career Pathways

The State of Delaware requires each student to complete three credits in a career pathway in order
to earn a high school diploma.

2 Semesters 1 Credit

World Civilizations-Honors

The Honors World Studies course is an advanced version
of the college preparatory course. The emphasis of the
class will be the development of higher-level thinking skills
as applied to the study of the development of human
history. Students will be expected to analyze and
synthesize information from a variety of sources. The
students will present conclusions in writ-ten/oral reports
and in oral presentations. The students will be exposed to
a global history, examining Western, Asian, African, and
Latin American civilizations.
